Out of 16 M.Ed. students,
93.7% had their portfolios
marked as "proficient” while
6.3% were marked for
"distinction". Out of 3 Ed.S.
students, 66.6% mere
marked "proficient while

One graduate of the M.Ed.
Program earned an exiting
GPA of 4.00 while the
mean GPA of two
graduates of the Ed.S.
program was 3.77 in Fall
2004. In Spring 2005, 12
M.Ed. Graduates earned
an average GPA of 3.95
while 2 Ed.S. graduates
earned a mean GPA of
3.84.

The majority of students
