Centennial Keynote Speaker

Inez Moore Tenenbaum, 
a native of  Pineview, Ga., 

earned her bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees in elementary education from 
the UGA College of  Education and 
her law degree from the University of  
South Carolina. She was fi rst elected 
state school superintendent of  South 
Carolina in 1998 and completed her 
second four-year term in 2007. 

Under Tenenbaum’s leadership, 
South Carolina became the fi rst 
state in the nation to earn federal 
approval to implement No Child Left 
Behind.  During her tenure, student 
achievement in South Carolina 
improved at the fastest rate in the 
nation, with scores increasing on every 
state, national, and international test 
administered. In 2007, Education 
Week ranked South Carolina number 
one in the country for the quality of  
its academic standards, assessments, 
and accountability systems.

Currently, Tenenbaum serves on the 
boards of  directors for the Southern Regional Education Board, the International 
African-American Museum, the South Carolina Governor’s School for Arts and 
Humanities Foundation, and the Washington Street United Methodist Church 
Foundation. She is a member of  the Obama for America Education Policy Group, 
the campaign’s South Carolina Steering Committee, the One Vote ‘08 South 
Carolina Ambassadors Committee, and the South Carolina Advisory Committee 
for the Gates-Broad Foundations’ Strong American Schools initiative.

In addition to having practiced health, environmental, and public interest law with 
the fi rm of  Sinkler and Boyd, she has worked as an elementary school teacher and 
served as the director of  research for the Medical, Military, Public, and Municipal 
Affairs Committee of  the South Carolina House of  Representatives. She is the 
recipient of  several honorary degrees and has been recognized by numerous 
state and community organizations for her civic work on behalf  of  children and 
families.



Jermaine Phillips, a native of  Roswell, Ga., 
was drafted in 2002 by the Tampa Bay Buccaneers

                   and was the only rookie on the roster to see action in 
every game of  the Super Bowl XXXVII Championship 
season. A former Bulldog football player, Phillips earned his 
BSEd in Sport Studies in 2001 and now plays strong safety 
for the Bucs.   

Phillips actively participates in events for dozens of  youth 
organizations and special initiatives aimed at helping at-risk 
youth and raising awareness of  the value of  education.

While at UGA, Phillips was an All-SEC fi rst-team selection 
and a recipient of  the Coaches Leadership Award and the Vince Dooley Most 
Valuable Player of  the Year Award.  

Phillips is joined today by Douglas Penning, his mentee during his coursework 
in UGA’s Pediatric Exercise and Motor Development Clinic. The clinic is the 
teaching practicum of  a course entitled Adapted Physical Education, which 
has been directed for the past 25 years by Michael Horvat, a professor of  
physical education.  The course provides an understanding of  the behavioral 
characteristics and motor limitations of  various disabilities and basic skills 
necessary to prepare meaningful, individualized physical activity programs for 
individuals with special needs.

Kathy Cox, Georgia Superintendent of  Schools, 
was a high school social studies teacher for 15 years 

before being elected to the State House in 1998, where she 
served two terms as a representative from Peachtree City in 
Fayette County.

In 2002, she was elected State Superintendent of  Schools 
and in 2006, was granted a second term with the second-
highest vote total in the state.

Working with the State Board of  Education, she has led the 
creation and implementation of  the Georgia Performance 
Standards, a world-class curriculum that is rigorous and 
focused. The Georgia Performance Standards have received recognition as one of  
the country’s strongest set of  standards from several national education groups 
and publications. 

Superintendent Cox earned both a bachelor’s and a master’s degree in political 
science from Emory University.
