Application Procedures for Athletic Training Education Program

The Athletic Training program is a Major Program in the Exercise and Sport Science degree. You must
be accepted in the degree program in Exercise and Sport Science before your application will be
considered for the athletic training program. This will be accomplished with one application for both
programs. The requirements for the Exercise Science degree and athletic training program must be
completed or in-progress at time of application for consideration for admission in these programs.

Below are the application criteria and a list of materials tat must be submitted to be considered for a
position in the athletic training program. The criteria listed below should be completed or in-progress at
time of application

I Completion of University Core Requirements (or in-progress)

I Admission to Exercise and Sport Science Degree (see next page)

I Overall GPA of 2.75 or better

I Successful completion of in EXSCI 2100 and EXRS 2100L (or in-progress)
I Successful completion of EXRS 2470 (or in-progress)

I Current CPR card at time of application

Your application will be complete with the following materials:

1. Completion of Exercise Science Entrance Application (enclosed)

2. Two (2) letters of recommendation (these letters cannot be from members of the UGA Sports
Medicine Staff). These letters should be returned to you in a signed and sealed envelope and
included with your application materials.

3. Copy of your current CPR card.

Your application materials should be assembled in a professional manner. Once your application has
been received, it will be reviewed by members of the selection committee. Interviews will be offered to
those candidates who show promise for a career in athletic training. You will be contacted regarding the
status of your application. Students who have some of the pre-requisites in-progress will be admitted to
the program conditionally until all the requirements have been satisfied.

PROCEDURE FOR APPLYING TO THE DEGREE IN EXERCISE
AND SPORT SCIENCE

Department of Kinesiology
The Exercise and Sport Science degree in the Department of Kinesiology is classified as a
restricted major, which has a limited enrollment. Therefore, students need to follow the procedures below

in order to be considered for admission into the major.

Selection Process:

In order to be considered for full acceptance into the Exercise and Sport Science degree, a student
must have an overall GPA of 2.75 or better and a grade of C or better in Area F required courses. A
student in the process of completing the required course work in Area F may be "provisionally accepted,"
contingent upon satisfactorily completing the required courses while maintaining a GPA of 2.75 or
greater.

Students will submit an application (see attached) along with a typed essay no longer than 750
words on their background related to exercise and sport science, career goals, and how their admission to
the major will assist them in achieving their career goals. Each year, approximately 75 students are
accepted. Quotas for number of students accepted fall, spring and summer semesters (totaling 75) are
established at the beginning of the year. Each semester, applicants are rank ordered based on GPA for
Area F courses, selected course work in Area A and D, and the essay. The highest ranking students up to
the quota for that semester are admitted. Simply meeting the minimum criteria for applying will not
guarantee acceptance.

All application materials should be forwarded to Dell Whitehead, undergraduate advisor in the
Kinesiology Department, Room 304 of the Ramsey Center before the application deadline. There will be
three application periods each year. The Fall application deadline is the third Friday in September; the
Spring application deadline is the third Friday in January; and, the Summer application deadline is the
third Friday in June. Notification of acceptance, provisional acceptance, or non-acceptance will be
mailed to you approximately three weeks after the submission date.
