Course Description:  A course designed to ensure a solid foundation of golf 
fundamentals skills and golf knowledge and to promote physical activity and fitness. 
 
Course Objectives: 
1.  To improve basic golf skills including chipping, driving, and putting. 
2.  To develop an understanding for the importance of exercise to overall health. 
 
Class Policies and Procedures:

 3. Criterion:  Each shot is worth up to 3 points.  Score 1 point if the ball  
    gets out of the sand trap on the fly. Score another point if  
    the ball stops on the green outside the target circle.  Score a 
    third point if the ball stops on the green inside the target  
    circle.  Your block score is the sum total for each set of 10  
    shots.  Try to get as many points as you can in each block  
    until your scores are consistently at or above 15.
