The overall purpose of the introductory karate class is to provide introductory
martial arts instruction to the student. The student will learn basic stances, blocks,
punches and kicks along with traditional protocol. This class will prepare the student for
the first belt test (gold belt) in karate. Testing for belt promotion and advancement will
be made available for the student if he/she desires, but testing is by no means required.
Uniform

Uniforms are required for this class. The student may purchase a white traditional
karate uniform from the instructor for $25. Uniforms should be kept neat and clean.
Uniforms are to be worn every day. The student will lose 5pts. / each day for
participation for every day that the full uniform is not worn.

Attendance

Any student that misses more than three absences will receive an Unsatisfactory
grade. In addition, two “lates” or “tardies” will be considered as one absence. Any
combination that results in more than three absences will result in an Unsatisfactory
grade. If you have a class across campus or another scheduling conflict that may cause
problems with attendance or punctuality, you may want to consider dropping or

withdrawing from this class.

bibliography of the book to the finished assignment.

MIDTERM assignments will be due on or before Thursday March 2™. If the projects

are not turned in at this time, they will not be accepted.

Deadline for midpoint withdrawal is Thursday March 2",

Homework assignments will be discussed in class as necessary.
